2. Nomination of Vice Chairperson
Richard Robertson was nominated by Jim Bradley this was seconded by Colin Woods. Richard accepted the post as Vice Chairperson. 

3. Approval of Minutes of Previous Meeting

Matters Arising

Colin Woods to speak to Hodge Solicitors about placing the clock on their building. The clock and workings will need to be encased. Requires insurance and permission from Planning Department.









ACTION: Colin Woods to speak to Hodge Solicitors.
Funfair – discussed how Funfair is of no benefit to the town. Obstructs parking for 2-3 days. Braemar Night attracts crowds in its own right. A Market would be more beneficial. Davie Park residents objected to the Funfair being located there. The car-park used belongs to PKC so money raised goes to Perth rather than Blairgowrie. ACTION: Matthew Rathbone to consult his peer group about the Funfair.

Letter from No Nuclear Campaign. PKC minutes of meetings from June – September.

Convention of PKC Community Councils, letter about planning conditions.

Michael Gallagher wrote to BRCC stating that Bendochy is now part of Blairgowrie and Rattray area. Bendochy residents are requesting that they can purchase the village phone box for use as a notice-board. PKC will not cover the insurance. BRCC have decided that they will not pay for the phone box.

6. Chairman
BARRC AGM – Ambassadors have been elected. Discussed Blairgowrie Visitor Centre. Need to appoint a Secretary. Eilidh Scott to work as Administrative Assistant for BRCC. Ewan Baird is the Treasurer. 

One Voice is progressing well. 
Travel plan – due to speeding on Perth Road a 20mph speed limit was suggested at the school crossing for Community Campus. No progress on alternative path across the school playing fields to Smithfield Crescent. 

David Adams has requested the Community Council’s permission to write a letter re: travel plan. Requested granted provided letter is seen by BRCC first.

Venue: £14.26/hour for the Adult Resource Centre. £13/hour for Christian Centre. Agreed to hold meetings in Christian Centre 7pm-9pm.

Remembrance Day – 14 November. A member of BRCC needs to attend the service and lay a wreath on behalf of BRCC.

ACTION: Colin Woods to attend.

Local government boundaries have been redefined. Richard proposed acceptance of these boundaries, Colin Woods seconded the proposal. New boundaries have been accepted. 
ACTION: Jim Bradley to contact Bendochy residents re: them now being in the Blairgowrie and Rattray area.

7. Treasurer

Closing balance £1425.05. No transactions during September/October.

8. Stewart Milne – Moyness Park Development, Blairgowrie

Low cost affordable housing - £85-£110K. 90 houses in planned development. These will be 1 and 2-bed starter homes. 25% of the homes in each development will be affordable. Shared surfaces for roads and pavements. Small front garden for each house. Close to Community Campus. Discussed amenity space around houses, and possibility of providing children’s play areas. Stewart Milne to inform BRCC of final plans re: children’s play areas.  

9. Springfield – Rattray development
Public consultation by Springfield Homes held in March. This was held in Blairgowrie Town Hall and few people attended. John Culbert from PKC Planning Department is the Case Officer for this development. 

A traffic impact analysis (survey) has been carried out; however this was done on a Bank Holiday. It was noted that tourism had the most impact on traffic. 
There are problems with on-road parking on the High Street. 

The development will consist of 88 terraced, semi-detached and detached 2-storey houses. There will be affordable homes within the development through Hillcrest Housing Association. It was decided that there is no requirement for a bus route within the development. There is access between Ferguson Park and the new development. There are pathways running North-South and East-West throughout the development. Discussed possibility of steps giving access to Glenisla Court – BRCC can contact PKC to request this access. 

Rattray Primary School can accommodate the number of children potentially living in the development. Shared surface roads and pavements. 

BRCC to organise a public meeting to discuss the development and invite Springfield Homes to attend. 

ACTION: Jim Bradley to organise a public meeting in Rattray.

This development plan goes to the planning committee in December. Springfield feel that they ‘have’ followed procedures in consulting the local community.

10. Police Report

PC ??

Crime prevention – people have been contacted by a ‘Loan Company’ called MCO Capital, a genuine Finnish company, requesting re-payment of loans. It appears that someone has taken out loans in other peoples’ names. If you are contacted by MCO Capital contact Action Fraud on 0300 123 2040 or www.actionfraud.co.uk. Trading Standards and City of London are aware of the situation. Don’t pay the company any money.
After Dark operation has commenced and will continue until January. Make sure your house is still lit if you are out at night, thieves target houses in darkness.

Check elderly neighbours are ok.

During school holidays and until Halloween, police are looking at reducing anti-social behaviour and offering diversions for children.

Crime – 9 acts of vandalism, 8 assaults, 7 thefts, 6 drug recoveries. Also people detected on premises intending to commit crimes. House break-ins – new builds have been targeted. Hoax calls. Incident of fire-raising at police station. Anti-social driving – 7 offences. 
Police can now issue an Anti-Social Behaviour notice to people for anti-social driving offences. If the vehicle or the driver is then involved in another anti-social driving offence within the next 12 months then the vehicle will be seized by the police. 

Lochee Park – Constable Pete Duncan will patrol the area.

Mud on roads caused by farm traffic – there is a law stating farmers must clear roads.

Roundabout at Reform Street – large vehicles can’t drive round it; this has been discussed by the Roads Department.

Cold Callers – need a peddler’s certificate. Ask for an ID badge, you can take their car registration number, description of vehicle and contact the police. They often target vulnerable people. 

Chimney Brae – clearing area of trees and weeds.

Nomination envelopes are in the library. Nominations close 8 November. Next meeting there will be a vote for Citizen of the Year.
