POLICE:   Pc.Srg.Ness informed the committee that the crime figures for the area were good.  Assaults and thefts were down but that will vary with the approach of the festive season.   Several successful drug raids had been carried out.   Vandalism to cars and the empty Hill Primary are drink related.   The public should be aware of bogus workmen in the area.   Patrols for antisocial behaviour, Homesafe Scheme, & a Winter Safety Campaign which covers drink driving will be in operation over the winter months.   It was brought to his attention that wheelie bins were being removed from premises and horses being released from fields.

ITEM 18:   The footway link between Beeches Road & Smithfield Crescent is being assessed and a solution found, along with the altering of the High School bus bay in 2010.   There will be an extra School Patrol Officer at Provost Road/Park Drive.
